As we play, we step away from stark reality to conjure up new possibilities for the present and our

common future.

social movement groups ranging from Dada and Surrealism to Situationism, the Yippies to the

Young Lords, ACT UP to the Global Justice, anti-gentrification, community and anti-war movements

of recent years.
