If you believe in Christ and the triune God, this is the book to read to understand Islam, Muslims,

and the Quran. I would think most Muslims reading this book would provide negative reviews as the

book takes Christianity as the truth and Islam as a perversion of the truth.In the end, the author

encourages us Christians to evangelize Christ to Muslims: another reason a devout Muslim won't

like this book.If you are a Muslim considering conversion to Christ, this is the book for you!
