Whether Carlos was in touch with Don Juan for an extended period of time or whether he simply
used the Datura techniques of the first book to have these kind of experiences is unclear. Having
had experiences remarkably similar to those descrived by him | do think that he probably continued
his association with Don Juan for quite some time. The difeences between the books are
comprehensible when you understand the changes Carlos went through in his understanding. At
first he thought Don Juan was a quaint cook who he went to so he could learn about peyote and
become a distinguished anthropologist... Which worked marvelously for him. Then he realized
something very strange was going on and his very concepts of reality had to be abandoned in the
wake of his experiences. Then the barriers between what is considered waking states of

consciousness and dreaming came apart and all he could do is tell the story of what took place. At



any rate this is a very entertaining book and a very fun experience.

It is difficult to think of this book by itself; The Eagle’s Gift is the sixth of Castaneda’s series of eight
books on his apprenticeship as a sorcerer. | suggest that the books be read in the order written;
each refers to events which have been described earlier, but each book contains Castaneda’s
heightened awareness of those events. This book is special for two reasons: first, it is largely about
Castaneda’s interactions with other apprentices, and gives us readers further insight as
Castaneda’s actions and thoughts are as seen by the others. Previously related events take on new
meaning as the others, some more advanced than Carlos, some not, reflect on his thoughts,
personality and progress into sorcery. Also, it has been pointed out many times, that the sorcery of
the ancient seers was quite different from that of the modern seers. Modern seers seek -total
freedom- don Juan tells Carlos that "Freedom is the Eagle’s gift to man". To understand just what

this means, you will have read the book. It is a ‘'must have’ .

To write this series off as merely fiction is a sad act of ignorance. There is no way of writing a review
that could possibly come close to encompassing the soul shattering effects that truly attempting to
grasp this knowledge has had on my life. | have been tumbling down this rabbit hole for over a
decade, and | can tell you there have been moments | have deeply questioned my own sanity
because of this author.
